Artists, principals and teachers collaborate to create an educational experience that transcends the typical classroom experience by exploring multiple-
intelligence, hands-on ways of learning. Students learn to express themselves creatively while teachers are exposed to innovative strategies for implementing the Core
Curriculum Content Standards.

The Artist Residency takes place over a two to six week period. Participating artists-in-residence are carefully chosen for their artistic talent and innovative programs as well
as their ability to teach and relate to young people.
